I pray that each of us will make  

Advent a time of prayer, and “insanity 

reduction,” seeking daily to draw 

closer to our King.

The custom 

comes out of the Dutch-German  

Protestant Reform movement, 

which introduced the idea that the 

Christ Child (Christ Kind) should 

be the standard bearer for  

Christmas. Traditionally the image 

used for His messenger was a 

young child with a golden crown 

who holds a tiny tree of lights, and 

brings the gifts of the Christ Child. 

Here‟s how Kris 

Kindl works at St. 

Christopher‟s:  

On Sunday,  

November 29 th , 

we will draw 

names. Keep secret the name you 

draw! Every day, during Advent, 

pray for your “Kris Kindl.” You 

can send yours a card telling 

them they are being prayed for. 

But DO NOT SIGN THE CARD 

OR PUT YOUR NAME ON IT. 

USE THE CHURCH PO BOX AD-

DRESS (see back of newsletter). 

At the Christmas Eve service, 

plan to exchange a small gift ($6 

- $8) with your Kris Kindl. Put 

both your name and that of 

your Kris Kindl on the gift tag. 

It‟s important that you draw a 

name on the First Sunday in 

Advent , so that you can re-

member your Kris Kindl in 

prayer all month long, and can 

bring a gift on Christmas. That 

way, no one is left out. Plan to 

attend church on that dayñand 

all during Advent and  

Christmas!

Ingredients  

2     large onions, chopped 

4     garlic cloves, minced 

1/4  cup butter (sauté onions and garlic in butter) 

Add:  

2     large potatoes (peeled and diced) 

2 7-oz. jars roasted red peppers (drained) 

5     cups chicken broth (salted or low-salt) 

2 15-oz. cans of pears in their own juice 

1/8  teaspoon crushed red pepper 

1/8  teaspoon ground black pepper   

 

Bring to boil and let simmer until potatoes are  

tender. 

Fill blender to half-way mark and purée.  

Repeat until smooth. Enjoy!

Originally from Trinidad, and an Anglican all her life, Elsa was  
also an ordained pastor in the United Church of Christ, and a retired 
nurse. She served as Chaplain at The Jewish Home in the Bronx for 
10 years before retiring from that ministry, this past September. 

Elsa first came to us on Sunday, October 25, 
and was ñso happy to find a traditional Anglican 
parish with such friendly people.ò She planned 
to join St. Christopherôs, and pledged to attend 
every Sunday. Faithfully, she returned the  
following weekðAll Saintsô Day. But when some 
of our alert Vestry members noticed she was 
having difficulty breathing, they rushed her to 
the hospital.  

After two weeks at Cobleskill Regional and  
Bassett, Cooperstown, Elsa appeared to be  
healing from pneumonia. She was looking  

forward to ñgoing home,ò and was laughing again. Then, her sudden 
and unexplained death on Saturday, November 14 shocked us all. 
(Mother Nina gave her last rites.) 

Elsa requested that she be cremated and interred in the columbarium 
of The Riverside Church in New York City, her home church for many 
years. We knew her only briefly, but had come to love her. She was 
passionate about life, and radiated the love and joy of Jesus despite 
her illness and pain. We rejoice that she is gathered with the saints 
around Godôs throneðyet, we shall certainly miss her! May light  
perpetual shine upon her, and God comfort her grieving family.
