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Lent, Holy Week, and Easter

The paschal mystery of the dying
and rising again of Jesus Christ,
and our participation therein, is
the theological core of the
Gospel, and its liturgical
celebration is the central event
of the Church year.

This celebration, which includes
Lent, Holy Week, and Easter,
comprises a substantial part of
the year—usually, from February
through May.

Historically, the celebration of
the Pascha ( = “Passover”, i.e.,
Christ’s sacrifice for us) included
both fasting and celebration. In
the 4th century, the week pre-
ceding Easter came to be filled
with commemorations of Jesus’
Last Supper with His disciples
(Maundy Thursday), and Christ’s
passion and crucifixion (Good
Friday).

At the same time, this period of
preparing catechumens for
baptism on Easter—marked by

Ash Wednesday opens the season of Lent
(an Anglo-Saxon word for “spring”).
It inaugurates the Great Forty Days before

penitence, fasting, and instruc-
tion—came to be identified as
“the Great Forty Days,” which
we now call Lent.

“We adore you, 0 Christ,

and we bless You, because by
Your Holy Cross You have
redeemed the world.”
(BCP 281

The Easter cycle encompasses
everything from Ash Wednesday
through Pentecost. Its overarch-
ing theme is God’s salvation of
humankind through the mighty
acts of Jesus Christ. And
through its celebration, we
become participants in those

mighty acts, and enter into the
life of Our Risen Lord.

Lent is a season of repentance
and renewal for the entire
congregation, as we are
exhorted to observe a “Holy
Lent” through self-examination,
repentance, prayer, fasting and
self-denial, as well as reading
and meditating on God’s
word.*

We also prepare for the joy of
the coming feast with extra
works of mercy and charity.

May each of us draw closer to
Our Lord during this special
season in which we relive and
recall God’s great saving work
through Jesus Christ. How
merciful He has been to us!
Bless God’s Name forever.

Some of them are spending the winter in
the basements of empty buildings, others
in darkened corners of public edifices.
Some are livingd for a little whiled with
family; others, in their cars. Many, many
people are only a paycheck away from
losing their homes.

I n 20009, Depart ment
records showed 93 families and 238
individuals requested housing
assistance. Locally, the average
homeless person spends 13 weeks in a
hotel or motel, because the Salvation
Army and Red Cross are only able to
handle three nights.

Although some are skeptical that home-
